We’re installing a new refuge crossing and improving the footpath on Reynolds Road in 

Pukekohe, to improve crossing safety for pedestrians. We are also installing a crossing 

across the Colin Lawrie Fields car park to provide better pedestrian access to the fields. 

Works will take place from Monday 2 March to Tuesday 31 March, between 7am and 7pm. 

These works are part of the Franklin Local Board Transport Targeted Rate, which aims to 

deliver new paths and crossings in Franklin.  

Factors such as wet weather could mean a delayed start. If the delay is significant, we will 

notify you.

• On-street parking will be limited during works. You may 
need to either park on your property or on a side road and 
walk to your property.  

• Please note that some levels of noise and vibration are 
expected due to construction activities. Noisy activity will 
take place during the day wherever possible. 

How travel is 
affected 

• Traffic on Reynolds Road will be managed with a Stop/Go 
sign system, please follow all signs.  

• Traffic controllers will be on site to assist residents, drivers 
and pedestrians around the work site. Please follow all signs, 
light signals and traffic directions.
